Young Single Adults (18-30 years of age)

1. Get print out from ward clerk of MIS of Young Single Adults (YSA) age 18-30 or get 'Potential Institute Student List'.

2. Review each name.  Write on the list if the individual:

a) Is active or inactive in the church

b) Is attending or not attending a stake institute class

c) Is a student or works full-time

d) Lives at home or with others

e) Will be around during the summer or not

f) Should not appear on the list. (If they should not be on the list, they should be married, have moved from the unit, or some other reason. Note on the list and then notify unit to update records)

This review would be an excellent assignment for the Unit Committee for Single Members.

3. Have your Unit Committee for Single Members (or Ward Council) use this list to discuss the needs of the Young Single Adults and how members can:

a) Strengthen the young single adults in your unit

b) Reactivate those that are currently not active

c) Help them become, or remain, temple worthy

d) Take advantage of the Institute Program

e) Take advantage of the Young Single adult program

4. Make specific plans and assignments based upon these discussions

a) Contact each person, preferably in person.

b) Determine what the YSA program can do to better support them.

c) Ask what kind of activities/programs they would be interested in.

5. Follow-up on those plans and assignments.

Single Adults (31 years of age and older)

1. Get print out from ward clerk of MIS of Single Adults (SA).  You may need to create a special MIS report for this list (members male or female, 31 or over, not married)

2. Review each name.  Write on the list if the individual:

a) Is active or inactive in the church

b) Is attending or not attending stake Single Adult activities (do they need transportation?)

c) Has never married, is divorced, or is a widow/widower

d) Has children living at home

e) Should not appear on the list. (If they should not be on the list, they should be married, have moved from the unit, or some other reason. Note on the list and then notify unit to update records)

This review would be an excellent assignment for the Unit Committee for Single Members.

3. Have your Unit Committee for Single Members (or Ward Council) use this list to discuss the needs of the Single Adults and how members can:

a) Strengthen the single adults in your unit

b) Reactivate those that are currently not active
